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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Background

The Government of Bayladesh has prioritized developing and maintaining the DEhikéagong corridor's Class |
Routeand connected Class Il and 11l Routes. The "Bangladesh Regional Waterway Transpor1P (& TP-

1) is undertaken with World Bank support and compriseésetimajor components. One of the Components
(Componentl) involves dredging and maintaining river corridors and ferry routes through perforbesent
contracts. The supervision and monitoring work, initiated by the consulting firrDBEREAS-JCL (S1A) in
December 2022, is financed by the World Bank and implemented by the Bangladesh Inland Water Transp
Authority (BIWTA) under the Ministry of Shipping (MoS).

The dredging works are divided into two lots:

1 Lot-2: Contractor GULFCOBLA KARNAFULY JV, coveringRoutes 3, 4,5, 6,7 &8, 9, 10, and 11.
1 Lot-3: Contractor DHARTIBANGA JV, covering Routes 12, 13, 13a, 15, 16, 17, and 21.

Progress of Contractors (July 2024)
Lot-2 Contractor

The Phasd capital dredging was expired orJiin2024 During that time the Lot-2 contactor canpleied only
50% (@pprox) of Phase-1 dredgingwith respect to the estimated total BoQolume of 12,09,060 cubic mete
(revised). Since the expiry of Phase-1 dredging the Lot-2 contractor are continuing the remaining Phase-1 dredging.
Till 31-Jul-2024 they have completed 77% (approx) of the total estimated BoQ volume. The Lot-2 is planning to
complete the Phase-1 dredging sometime in September-2024. They are yet to receive the formal approval of time
extensiorfor Phase-1 activities.

Overall,the Lot-2 contractor completed 9,29,790 cubic meter of dredging on Route 06, 7&8, 09 and 1til 31-Jul-
2024. Theremaining volumeis 2,79,270 cubic meters

Lot-3 Contractor

The Lot3 contractor successfully completed the PHasapital dredging within the stipulated timeframe (June 5,
2024), Due to rising water levels during the monsoon season, no dredging was conducted in hrti2ORlver
Routes of Lot3. However, the dredgers working in 08 have kepton standby for emergency worlhe
contractolis preparing to resume dredging on all routesder Phase-2 capital dredgirg after the monsoon

The Consultant's activities during the Reporting Period

The consultant conducted routine monitoring surveys on th lastdLot-3 Riverroutes and participated in joint
monitoring surveys with clients dncontractor representativeBhere were no issues redarg traffic or safety
measuresFire extinguishers and first aid boxegrewell-maintained. Grievancesose from the local community
concerning the dyke location selection were resolvedoordinating with government administration and PlU,
contributing toresuming the work. As a decisionhas been made in May-2024 by the Deputy Commissioner of
Brahmanbaria in a meeting at his office the selection of dyke location will be taken care of by government
administration where is the PIU, BIWTA and the Consultant, BRWTP-S1A will coordinate with them as required.
Based on this decision PIU instructed that, no Good Faith Agreement will be required onward between BRWTP-1
and land owners regarding dyke location selection.

For Lot 03, the imported items for Aids to Navigation were inspected and found complianthevitbntract
requrements. The contractor (DHARBANGA) is ready for the final inspection of installed Lighted Tower
Beacons and buoy$or Lot 02, the first shipment of navigation aid components has arrived and is ready for
inspection by the designated teams. Throughdw# teporting period, safety measures were -effectively
implementedno grievanceissueswere reported.The S1A consultantadvised both the contractors to be careful
about the riverbed sediment, particularly tmacre and micrebenthos.The contractors weradvised to stop
dredging at th sites wherebenthosvasobserved to be extracted with the dredged material.

SALIENT FEATURES & M ONTHLY PROGRESS

2.1PROGRESS OF BRWTRS1A:
2.1.1 : Development and Maintenance Dredging Works:

Lot-2:

Throughout the month, six dredgers were operational, though they occasionally had to be shut down due
mechanical issues. Additially, dredging work was interrupted this month due to pipeline shifting, dike
construction, and other factors.

The total revised estimated BoQ volume for PhHase 1209,060 cubic meters, which spans 18 months. However,
Phasel has already expired irb@une 2024.

Delaying of dredging on Route 9 is critical for the completion of Rhadéhe total estimated BoQ volume for
Route 9 is 52,702 cubic metersAccording to the poshtermediate hydrographic survey Lot 2 contractor had
dredged 5, 46,197 cidbmeters as of June 30, 2024. And from July 1, 2024, to July 31, 2024, they approximately
dredged 81,014 cubic meters; this brings the total dredged volume on Route 9 to 6, 27,211 cubic meters.

FromO1 Julyto July31, 2024, they approximately dredgk@8,138cubic meters. The total dredging amount of all
routes is 9,29,790 cubic meters up to 31 July, 2024, which is 77% of the revised estaht®d@ voume. The
remaining volume is 29,270 cubic meters (apprixt this trend continuesandthe contractodoes not speed up
the dredging work itill not be very difficult tocomplete100% dredgingvolume within the requested extended
timeframeunder Phasé.

The Lot3 contractor sccessfully completed the Phakeapital dredging within the stipulated timeframe (June 5,
2024), Due to rising water levels during the monsoon season, no dredging was conducted in bri20Rlver
Routes of Lof3.

In this reporting monthHydrographic Monitoring Survey workvas done by the BIWTA and S1ATeam jointly
from July 18,2024,to July 31, 2024at Route 13 (AthazaklubazarHorina).All dredging works are completed for
Phase 1so all dredgers are keeping standby doy emergency work. Ehcontractor's representatives have
indicated that dredging activities on all routes (12, 13, 13a, 15&16, 17, and 21) will resume immediately after tt
monsoon. Navigational aids are ready to be placed.

Updated information on Navigational Aids in July 2024:

A meeting was held on July 2, 2024, at the PIU conference roomdosdishe status of work under Contract
Package BRWTRV1A, Lot 02 & Lot 03. In addition to the relevant members, the meeting was attended by the
Joint Chief of ERD, PIU (BRWTR Project), the Consultant Team BRWBSRA, and representatives from the
contractess BRWTRW1A-02 & 03. The progress of both contractors' work was found to be satisfactorily
expedited.

The Navigation Aids expert from BRWTPLA reported that the contractors for Lot 02 & Lot 03 have completed
the installation of P.C. Poles, a key companef Aids to Navigation, along with the required top marks, in
accordance with the contract documents. These installations were carried out along all designated riverbanks of
inland routes under Lot 02 & Lot 03.

For Lot 03, the imported items for thestallation of Aids to Navigation were inspected by a joint team composed
of members from the relevant teams and were found to meet the contract requirements. The Lot 03 contrac
(DHARTI-BANGA) has confirmed their readiness to proceed with the firgt td the installed Lighted Tower
Beacons and the ongoing installation of buoys with sinkers along the designated routes. This visit will be conduct
by the Aids to Navigation Superintendence Committee, along with other designated teams, includimguhar€o
Team BRWTPS1A, upon receiving an official request from the Lot 03 contractor.

For Lot 02, the contractor (GULF COBLKARNAFULY JV) has reported that the first shipment of imported
components for the Aids to Navigation has arrived and is readydpection at their warehouse in Narayanganj. A
joint team comprising members from the designated teams will conduct the inspection following an official reque
from the contractor.

Throughout this period, all coordination meetings held at variousegeand dates focused on providing updates
and suggestions regarding the installation of Aids to Navigation along the designated riverbanks under Lot 02 & L
03.

2.1.3 Social and Resettlement Aspects:

Contractors, supported by S1A, conducted regular consultations to inform locals abot
reporting mechanisms. Grievance boxes were installed at project offices and dredging sites for people to subr
their omplaint letters and hotline numbers were provided for immediate contact.
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Furthermore, lte PIU, S1A, and senior project management of the government administration, along with all

project officials, maintained contact with the local people during thertiag period, including holidays, to
expedite the dredging activities of Lot 2. They were able to resolve obstacles through negotiation.

2.2.2Environmental Quality Assessment of Lot2 Sites:

In July 2024, environmental monitoring was conducted along Routes 7&8 and 9 in Narsingdi, focusing on a
guality, noise levels, and water quality. Alleasured parameters, including particulate matter, gaseous substances
and noise levels, were within national and international standards. Surface water sampling indicated no signific
impact from ongoing dredging activities and no major pollution agtgaésues were observed. Fisheries surveys
identified 29 fish species and 4 crustacean species, with no fish mortality reported. Additionally, no Ganges Riv
Dolphins or freshwater turtles were observed along the surveyed routes, and no grievanaisegieiadicating a

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1.3 PROGRESS OF LOT-3, (DHARTI-BANGA JV) CONTRACTOR:
1.3.1 Development and Maintenance Dredging Works:

In July 2024, a joint Hydrographic Monitoringi&ey was conducted by the BIWTA and S1A Team from July 18
to July 31 at Route 13 (AthazatubazarHorina). All Phase 1 dredging works were completed by May 30, 2024,
by DHARTI-BANGA JV, and the dredgers are now on standby for the season. A joirgynesy was carried out
across Routes 12, 13, 13A, 15, 16, 17, and 21, confirming that the required design depth has been maintained,
no additional dredging was necessary in July. The situation of the river routes remains under observation, and d
constuction will be undertaken as needed in accordance witGdh&ract Environmental quality assessments were
also conducted at two locations on Routes 21 and 16 during the month.

1.3.2 Environmental Quality Assessment of Lot3 Site:

In July 2024, environmentahonitoring focused on air quality, noise levels, and water quality across Routes 16 anc
21, with all assessed parameters found within national and international standards. Surface water quality was
tested, showing no significant impact from prior djiag activities, and sediment and underwater noise levels were
maintained below thresholds. No fish mortality, Ganges River Dolphins, or freshwater turtles were observed duri
the monitoring. Throughout the reporting period, all safety measures werdiveffedmplemented, and no
grievances or environmental issues were reported.

Eighteen species of fish were observed being caught along river routes 16 and 21. Additionally, four species
crustaceans (prawns) were also recorded during observation.
